‘smooth as butter’ and need no encouragement to leave their mark.

¢ Highly Pigmented; We use a high percentage of traditional pigments for the deepest
coloration.

e Lightfast; Colour that stands the test of time.

e Handmade; Made, labelled and packed completely by hand, no extrusion.

e Pastel Paper; to get the very best from your pastels we recommend using a high
quality pastel paper/surface with a good tooth and of a reasonable weight, say
140gsm.
